G. und G. Demerson — B. Dompnier — A. Regond (Hrg.): Les Jésuites parmi
les hommes aux XVI¢ et XVII¢ sizcles. Actes du Colloque de Clermont-Fer-
rand (avril 1985). Faculté des Lettres et Sciences Humaines de I’Université de Cler-
mont-Ferrand II, Clermond-Ferrand 1987, 10, 555 S.

In a stimulating preface, Marc Fumaroli claims that this volume and the meeting it
records mark a veritable breakthrough in the attitude of scholarship toward the Jesuits,
who had formerly been the object o% an unwritten taboo. His claim that the writing of
Jesuit history has hitherto been left pretty much to the Jesuits themselves recalled to
me the jocose remark of my Church History teacher: ,,it’s not that thedlesuits did more
work than others; it’s just that for every four who worked, one sat down and wrote
about it It is certainly desirable that rtitne activities of the Jesuits, as of all other hu-
mans, should be subjected to a critical evaluation without prejudice pro or con,
whether or not the varied and lightsome articles of this volume are of sufficient histo-
rical gravity to constitute the alleged breakthrough.

Though the first section (of six articles, to be noticed later) is entitled ,Les Jésuites
et le Jésuite®, this cryptic heading might fit just as well the second section, ,,Analyse
anthropologique®, to which we will turn first. Some fascinating statistics are contained
in the artEcFe of Dominique Bertrand (editor of the prestigious Sources Chrétiennes),
»Lanalyse de la société g’aprés la correspondance de saint Ignace de Loyola®, p. 85—
92. It is claimed to be by far the most voluminous correspondence published for the
16th century: 9178 items, of which 6815 were letters sent. Luther, with 3141 sent out
of 4337 items, has less than half; his pen was fully occupied otherwise, if we can belie-
ve the reviewer of Lohse, who states in Themelios 14 (1989) 75 that it would take 25
years at 8 hours a day to read through all of Luther’s works. The subdivisions and cha-
racter of Ignatius’ writings are anaﬁyzed with skill and piquancy. Among the seven
other articles of this ,anthropological® scction, we were struck by two, Elfrieda Du-
bois, , Le Pére Le Moyne et la Dévotion aisée®, p. 153-162; and Richard Maher, ,Spiri-
tualité et mondanité chez le Pere Le Moyne®, p. 163-171 (only later we noticed that
both these contributions stemmed from England). This reverend father understan-
dably attracted attention both by his skill in composing verse and by his gallantry to-
warci] the ladies. These qualities and their repercussions are skimmed with a light
touch, not unsympathetically but without protound hypotheses as to functions in fa-
vor of Jesuit education and other activities which might have been hoped from Le
Moyne’s unusual talents.

A third section, of seven articles, is entitled ,Polémiques®, and need not detain us
here because that aspect of Jesuit history is relatively well known. The fourth section,
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»Apostolat®, contains six articles, with one of which we will conclude. Section V,
,Géographie apostolique®, contains articles on Poland and Canada such as we will no-
tice also in other sections, plus three on Murcia, Japan, and China. The final section
VII, ,Ecole, théitre et culture®, with its eleven articles, comes closest to what we
would expect in historical research on the Jesuits of (mostly) France.

_Les Jesuites de la Nouvelle France et le m the de leurs martyrs®, p. 35-45, by Guy
Lafleche, as its title leads us to expect, scarcely fits the expccteci/ pattern of lightsome-
ness and objectivity. Jogues is seen as ambassador of unacceptable terms which France
was attempting to impose on the Iroquois; Garnier suffered because the presence of
these Frenchmen was simply unwelcome among the Hurons; Brébeuf speaﬁs of desire
of martyrdom among his confréres, but feels unworthy to share this fate. It is doubt-
less useful and necessary (today more than ever) to raise the question of what death
_for the faith® really means in a context where any kind of charity or help is interwo-
ven with political implications. La Fleche bases his case chiefly on his citations from
the persons concerned to the effect that they did not really aim at martyrdom (in the
strict theological sense). But the real question is whether it is enough to accept a death
which comes as consequence of a desire and mandate to be of service to those among
whom one dwells with apostolic goal. On p. 47-63, Michel Morineau further treats
,La soif du martyre®; and two articles of section II Anthropologique® and one in V
~Géographie® also deal with French missionaries in Canada. g)? cognate interest,
though much milder and less urgent, is Dompnier’s p.295-308, ,Les Jésuites et la
dévation populaire; autour des origines du culte de saint Jean-Frangois Regis®.

We are happy to be able to conclude with a word of high praise for one of the artic-
les from a coﬂeague who is a rare expert in the field. The first article in section IV,
~Apostolat, is by Marc Venard, ,L’Apostolat du P. Antonio Possevino en France
(1562-1570)“. Méanwhile John P. Donnelly of Marquette University has uncovered
some 20,000 pages of manuscript dealing with Possevino, from which he has so far
drawn seven articles [Archivum Historicum SJ 50 (1982) 45-79; 55 (1986) 3-31; 57
(1988) 163-9; Archivum Historiae Pontificiae 24 (1986) 377-384, and two others, plus
JPossevino’s plan for world evangelization®, Catholic Historical Review 74 (1988)
179-198]. Upon reading Venard’s article, Donnelly wrote to compliment him, at the
indicate adgress‘ Though Venard was unable to use these indicated publications, or
indeed the vast Jesuit acchive in Rome at all, he handles very well the material,
especially in relation to his own speciality, the Avignon archives.

hough without sufficient competence to extend this praise to all the articles in the
volume, we may safely recognize in it a fitting tribute to the varied aspects of the le-
gacy of Ignatius Loyola, whose 500th birthday we celebrate in 1991.
